In this five-week sermon series leading up to 

Palm Sunday, we’ll look at what the Bible has 

to say about prayer. We’ll talk about why we 

pray, right and wrong ways to pray, what Je-

sus taught about prayer, what we do when 

we don’t know what to pray, and Jesus’ final 

prayers from the cross. The best place to learn about talking with God is 

God’s word, so that’s where we’ll spend time during Lent. 

Sunday Morning Adult Education series – This series will focus on differ-

ent ways to pray and give us opportunities to learn more about and experi-

ence various types of prayer. The sessions start at 9:30 a.m. in Chalice Hall.
