WE DID IT, CRESTWOOD!

When | first started working on the staffing vision for the church, |
was optimistic about what the future held for us, but skeptical as
to whether or not we would be able to secure the needed funding
to make it happen. After all, with the challenges of the economy
and the previous appeals made to the congregation, asking for more money
didn’t seem like a great idea. In fact, at one point | wondered whether |
should even present the vision, knowing that to achieve it would require the
congregation to go above and beyond their normal giving. A few
congregational leaders encouraged me to proceed and leave it up to the
congregation and God as to whether or not we were called to fulfill it.

| presented the vision in three different gatherings (as well as a
meeting with the “Crestwood South” folks in Naples, FL) in the middle of
January. The immediate response was enthusiastic and appreciative, and
several people asked some great questions and made some incredibly
supportive comments. But the issue remained: Would we be able to make it
happen?

At our Finance meeting last week, Wayne Shaver reported that we had
received pledge increases or new pledges from 94 giving units for a total of
over $38,000. And then, while sitting in the meeting, Wayne received
another email from a new family to the church making a pledge for $2000!

To date, we have raised over $40,000 from almost 100 giving units,
which is over 80% of the way to our goal. While we’re not there yet (and I'm
hopeful even more increases will come in), the Finance Ministry agreed that
we should move forward with the staffing vision | laid out, provided that the
Personnel Committee can work with the funds that have been thus far
provided. I’'m confident that Personnel will be able to develop a hiring plan
that will allow us to do so.

So, let me say it again: We did it, Crestwood!

The next steps will be for the Personnel Committee to recommend
job descriptions to the Administrative Board, which will most likely call a
meeting in February to approve the amended budget and job descriptions
and appoint a search committee for the Minister of Youth and Families
position (one has already been appointed for the Minister of Growth position
and will be starting its work in the next few weeks). We will also begin the
process for hiring a Children’s Coordinator, which | hope will happen within
a month or so.

There are no words to express my gratitude to this church for your
response to the vision. While | know there still may be some concerns about
the number of staff we have, | truly believe that with the right people doing
the right things in the right way, Crestwood can continue to be a “city on a
hill” as we live out the gospel in our community. During a time in which so
many churches are forced to move backward, | believe this is a bold decision
to move forward and | could not be more excited about serving with you as
we do so.

Now we move into the critical search and hiring phase. | will continue
to keep you posted on that process, with the understanding that there is a
level of confidentiality in the ministerial search process that must be
honored. If you ever have any questions, always feel free to ask me.

Ultimately, | give thanks to God for all of this. I'm careful in saying
that, because | don’t want to equate God’s goodness with dollars. | would be
thanking God even if we didn’t receive an extra dime, because it would mean
the way forward was clear. Not getting what you want doesn’t mean God is
not at work in the situation. No matter what happens, in times of plenty and
times of want, we have reason to thank God. And so | do. Thanks be to God
for this congregation and their willingness to walk by faith into the future
that has been ordained for us. Let’s go!

CRESTWOOD TO VISIT LUTHER LUCKETT
CORRECTIONAL INSTITUTE

In 2008 our Kentucky region formed a Disciples congregation in the
Luther Luckett Correctional Institute in LaGrange. The Region established the
church because of the immense recidivism rate (rate of return) that we have
here in Kentucky in our jails and prisons. Kentucky has a higher
incarceration rate than any other state in the nation, and a higher parole rate
than any other state in the nation. Fifty-eight percent of all Kentucky
inmates return to prison within the first year after their release.

Our Disciples Appalachian Minister, Lon Oliver, believes that because we
now have many privately owned prisons and jails in America, the owners
have employed lobbyists to go to Washington and state capitols to get
legislatures to pass more laws... primarily drug laws that give them more
prisoners in their jails and prisons.

The Luther Luckett Ministry is aimed at reducing Kentucky’s 58%
recidivism rate. Not only do they have church services with the inmates, but
the church also has classes in life skill training in order to reduce this
terribly high recidivism rate. They also invite other churches to come and
participate in their worship services. It is hoped that churches in Kentucky
communities can be in contact with Luther Luckett, and that when the
inmates are released, these churches can help the inmates integrate back
into society.

Crestwood budgets money for Luther Luckett in their outreach budget,
and we will be taking a trip there to share a worship service with them on
Friday afternoon, February 25™". If you are interested in going on the trip,
please contact LaVece Hughes lavece@lavece.com or 859-885-5342.
