A WORD FROM KORY

You know, for the last few months I've felt like things have been
moving slowly in the staffing area here at Crestwood. For a long
time | had a vision but wasn’t able to share it, and | had to put
that on hold while we moved into this time of transition. Then,
once | shared the vision, we had to wait to see how the congregation would
respond. Those few weeks of waiting felt like years to me as we prepared to
move forward in whatever way the congregation dictated.

Well, so much for sitting around waiting! Things are now moving at
full-speed as we prepare to live out the staffing vision and move into the
next chapter of Crestwood’s life and ministry. | want to update you on where
things stand.

Last Wednesday, the Administrative Board approved three important
pieces of this process:

increased pledges that was received to support the staffing vision

e The job descriptions for the Minister of Growth, Minister of Youth
and Families and the Children’s Coordinator (these are available in
the church office)

e The search team for the Minister of Youth and Families - Doug
Wilkinson (chair), Chris Chaffin, Katherine Henry, Patrick McDaniel,
Elizabeth Richardson, Meg Shake, Fanny Hughes, Bob Shanklin, Callie
Fulkerson (CYF rep), Madison Harris (Chi Rho rep)

In addition, at the Nov. 2010 Board meeting, we appointed the search
team for Minister of Growth, which is: Mary Ann Vimont (chair), Tom Arnold,
Susan Brown, Virgil Hayes, Lyndi Van Deursen, Jack Jouett, Virginia Long,
Carol Rogers, Diane Toll, Richard Compton.

Now, both teams can start their work. They will both be meeting in
the near future to discuss the search process, meet with regional minister
Greg Alexander, and begin reviewing candidates. We’ll keep you posted on
their work as much as we can, remembering that confidentiality is an
essential part of the process.

For the Children’s Coordinator position, there is an article on the
front page this week officially listing the opening. Because this is a part-time
position, no search committee or Board approval is needed. | will be
interviewing candidates and will make the hire for this position, with
appropriate input and feedback from the Children’s Ministry Team.

So what are the time frames for making these hires? Of course, there
are a lot of variables that will determine that. | hope to have Children’s
Coordinator in place by the end of March. The other two positions will take
more time, because we will need to go through a more formal search
process. | hope to have a much clearer timeline for filling both positions
once we get to May. | am committed to finding the right person for each
position, no matter how long it takes. This is a great opportunity for
Crestwood to move forward and | want to make sure we build the best team
possible.

In the meantime, there’s something | need you to do: PRAY! | ask you
to commit to praying for these search teams as they begin their work. Pray
that God sends us the right people for the positions and that we are able to
put together the right staff team for Crestwood. Pray that we honor God
through the process. Pray that Colette and | are able to keep things going
during the transition. Your prayers will make a huge difference in all of these
areas. Thank you all for your support as we move into this exciting time.

Receipts for the year were $43,398 over
budget primarily because Pledges & Contribu-
tions exceeded the budget by $39,128.

Total Expenditures exceeded the budget by
$28,769. Local and World Outreach giving
increased $6,640 because of the increased
Contributions. Purchases of Office Supplies
and Building Supplies contributed to over-
runs by Office Operations and Property. This
is partially due to being under-budgeted and
partially due to increased expenditures. Ex-
penditures of several other Ministry Teams
exceeded the budget. The Finance Ministry
will be actively monitoring expenditures
throughout 2011.

The General Fund cash balance increased
$14,629 during 2010 to $47,756.

The Loan Balance was reduced by $31,177 to
$585,545.
