Please feel free to call him on his cell phone if needed.  

Weõre coming up to my favorite worship service of the year. But 

itõs not Easter. Not that I donõt like Easter. Easter, with its 

message of resurrection and hope, is truly my favorite Christian 

day of the year. I love the music, the decorations, the bright 

colors and big crowd. But itõs not my favorite worship service. 

 No, my favorite worship service is a stark contrast to Easter. No 

flowers, no bright colors, and the music is as somber as the Easter music is 

jubilant. My favorite worship service is Maundy Thursday. Thereõs something 

about the quiet, contemplative nature of that service that perfectly tills the 

soil of my heart so the Easter message can take root.  

 When I talk about this worship in Pastorõs Class, the first question is 

always, òMonday Thursday? Is it on a Monday or a Thursday?ó The word 

òMaundyó is from the Latin word for òcommandment,ó as we remember Jesusõ 

words from John 13, after he washes the disciplesõ feet: òI give you a new 

commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also 

should love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my 

disciples, if you have love for one another.ó Maundy Thursday is a time to 

remember this commandment Jesus gave us.  

 Itõs also a time of remembering the ritual Jesus enacted at the 

Passover meal, when he took bread and broke it, then took wine and poured 

it out. By those simple actions, Jesus set in place a series of actions that, 

when we replicate them each Sunday at the table, remind us in very palpable 

ways of what Christ has done for us and of Christõs abiding presence with 

us. It makes sense that, since communion is my favorite part of worship, 

Maundy Thursday is my favorite worship service.  

 Historically, Maundy Thursday has been marked in a variety of ways 

within the church. Some congregations have traditional footwashing 

services, re -enacting Jesusõ act of radical servanthood when he washed the 

disciplesõ feet. Other congregations will put on plays that bring to life the 

events of that evening in the Upper Room. If you remember last year, we had 

a powerful, sensory walking journey through the last days of Jesus, leading 

into the sanctuary for a communion service.  

 At the church I served in Illinois, we traced the Last Supper back to its 

Jewish roots by holding a Seder, the traditional Passover meal. A Messianic 

Jew led the service for us and helped us see the connection between the 

Jewish celebration of the Passover and our own time at the Lordõs Table. 

Strengthening the bond with our Jewish brothers and sisters can deepen our 

understanding of what Christ said and did that evening.  

 Another way of participating in Maundy Thursday, and the form we 

will use at Crestwood this year, is called a service of Tenebrae. òTenebraeó 

means darkness or gloom and represents the darkness brought on by the 

events of Jesusõ last night. The service is a mixture of scripture reading and 

songs and includes the stripping of the altar and the extinguishing of 

candles to symbolize the dying of the light that took place on that night. Iõve 

always found Tenebrae to be a very simple, incredibly moving service that 

prepares me to experience Good Fridayéand what lies beyond. 

 I hope you will make plans to join us on Maundy Thursday this year 

(the service starts at 7 p.m.). Iõm a firm believer that the joy of Easter can be 

truly experienced only when weõve walked with Jesus through the crowd on 

Palm Sunday, into the Upper Room on Maundy Thursday and to the cross on 

Good Friday. Then, when Easter morning comes and the stone is rolled away, 

when we move from the darkness into the light, we can shout with every 

fiber of our being, òHallelujah! Christ is risen!ó 



 

 

     Holy Week was always a very 

special time for the youth groups in 

my home church.  We were invited to 

Prayer Breakfasts every morning 

before school.  It was quite a 

commitment, now that I think about 

it; a commitment for our parents to 

get us there.  Also, our minister 

made a huge commitment to arrange 

to get us all to our separate schools 

not to mention planning each 

service.  But, each session was 

memorable.  I can recall having the 

tables placed differently each day ð 

sometimes in the shape of a cross, 

sometimes in a circle.  We had 

devotionals and prayers, then 

breakfast.  There was always a 

handout or small gift that related to 

the theme for the day for us to take 

home.  I know it was the first time I 

ever saw òThe Cross in My Pocketó 

card and cross. These times were 

meaningful because they helped us 

to reflect on the seriousness of the 

last week in the life of Christ.  These 

meetings were important because we 

wanted to be together to share the 

experiences of the week.  Those 

days were different from other 

school days because we started each 

day really putting first things first.  

Each year as I approach Holy Week, I 

always think of those Prayer 

Breakfasts.  So, thanks Bob Clarke 

for all you did to make that possible.  

Those memories will always be part 

of my treasures of the heart.  What 

do you remember about Holy Weekõs 

past?  What are things that you 

treasure from previous Lenten 

journeys?  What will you remember 

from this Holy Week? Letõs make it a 

time to treasure.  A number of things 

are planned for all ages.  Please 

consider participating not only for 

yourself but also for others.  You 

could be just the person to create a 

lasting memory and faithful example 

for a child, youth or adult in our 

congregation.
