A WORD FROM KORY 

This past Sunday’s experience of baptizing Doris was a very 

special one for me. Doris and I had several conversations about 

the issue of rebaptism and her decision, and I’m so thankful that 

she chose to share that experience with her church family. I’m 

also grateful to God for the timing of this blessed event. If this opportunity 

had come to me earlier in my ministry, I might have missed it. 

     You see, near the beginning of my ministerial career, I was asked about 

my thoughts on rebaptism. I wrote this: 

 

 òMy position against rebaptism is that once baptism has 

occurred, it is good for all time. Regardless of our age and the 

method used, God is present and active at our baptism and 

claims us as Godõs child when we rise out of the waters or as 

the water droplets fall from our heads. Instead of rebaptizing 

someone, I would encourage them to accept and embrace the 

baptism they had already experienced, even in they couldnõt 

remember it. Itõs not the act that matters, but what the act 

signifies. We can claim that, even if we canõt remember the 

act.ó 

 

     When I shared this with the Board of the church, several of them were not 

very happy with me. As it turns out, the Board Chair’s son had been 

rebaptized the previous year! Open mouth, insert foot. So I promised to do 

some research, reflection and prayer on this issue and report back to them.   

     First, I went to the Bible. There’s no evidence of rebaptizing that I can 

find. There’s also no mention of the ―right‖ way to baptize, although all of 

the explicit descriptions of baptism in the New Testament are adult 

baptisms. Infant baptisms could have occurred, but it’s more implied than 

stated directly (―households‖ were baptized, which could or could not have 

included the infants in that household).      

     Next, I went to our denomination. In the May 2003 edition of our 

denominational magazine was a point-counterpoint on this very issue. This is 

where I first felt a shift in my perspective. The pro-rebaptizing article was 

written by a church pastor; the anti-rebaptizing article was written by a 

seminary professor (one of mine, in fact). 

     This brought up a strong memory for me. During my first year in 

ministry, I spent a lot of time rethinking some theological points I learned in 

seminary because it simply didn’t work in real life. Aspects of the worldview I 

learned in school were not in concert with what I was experiencing in the day

-to-day life of the congregation. 

     As I read these two articles, I began to have the same feeling. Was I 

holding onto a position simply because it was what I was taught, and did it 

work in real life or not? To help answer this question, I next went to my 

colleagues. I emailed a group of Disciples pastors for their input on this. All 

of them had rebaptized folks after a thorough explanation of the meaning of 

baptism.  

     My point in sharing this whole story with you is to say that the faith is 

meant to be a fluid process, not a one-time event. My faith continues to 

evolve as I encounter scripture, the church’s tradition, and my and others’ 

experiences. I’m not the same person of faith I was several years ago, and I 

don’t expect in the future I’ll the same as I am now. 

     I’m sure there are many good, faithful Christians who would completely 

disagree with me on the issue of rebaptism. In fact, the Kory of ten years ago 

would disagree with me! That’s just fine. That’s why God gave us brains, to 

figure out for ourselves what we believe, then to figure out, with God’s help, 

how to live in relationship with those who don’t agree with us. I will continue 

to seek guidance on what I believe and why. But on Sunday, as I saw Doris’ 

smile when she came out of the water, I was grateful for the belief to which 

God has led me. 



 

 

I read a piece this week on clutter.  It 

related the amount of clutter in 

one’s home, office, etc. to one’s well

-being.  As I look around my office 

and my home, I must be a mess. J  I 

own up to being a person who saves 

things.  I save most things because I 

think I’ll use, wear or need them 

again.  I also save some things just 

because they have sentimental value 

and remind me of dear friends from 

other times in my life.  Eventually, 

however, everything becomes so 

p i led  and noth ing  can  be 

accomplished outside of just moving 

things around.  So, I’m making a 

commitment to myself to start the 

process of de-cluttering my office, 

my home and my mind so that I can 

focus more clearly on God,  my 

ministry and the people who are 

important in my life.  So, there may 

be a great give-away or yard sale or 

something in future months.   I think 

it will be a freeing experience!  Does 

anyone else identify with these 

sentiments? 

 

In the spiritual journey, we are called 

upon to take time, listen, be aware, 

meditate, pray, act, love, and serve.  

We can only do that if we remove the 

obstacles that are in our way.  In 

other words, remove the clutter so 

that we can see, hear and feel the 

presence of God in our midst.  How 

do we remove spiritual clutter?  I’d 

be interested to talk with you about 

that sometime.
