Although  Iõve  been a  Disciple of  Christ  my  whole  church-

going life and an ordained Disciples minister for 10 years, this 

was only my second General Assembly. The church in Illinois 

never paid for me to attend, and after being told ònoó a few times I stopped 

asking. My first General Assembly was two years ago in Indianapolis, one 

week after Crestwood called me to be the new senior minister. This past 

Assembly in Nashville was my second, and my first as an established, settled 

pastor.  

 For those who donõt know, General Assembly is the biennial (every 

two years) gathering of our whole denomination. The purpose of the 

Assembly is to worship together, reconnect with friends and colleagues, 

learn more about the ministries of our denomination and conduct 

denominational business. While we have churches in the U.S. and Canada, 

there were representatives and ministry partners from around the world 

present for the Assembly. I would guess there were around 9,000 people 

gathered for the event.  

 It was a particular joy for me to share this experience with my family. 

None of us had ever spent any time in Nashville, so we were looking forward 

to exploring a new city. We also enjoyed reconnecting with dozens of friends 

weõve made through the years. Itõs always amazing to learn how much has 

happened in two years! We arrived Saturday afternoon and participated in the 

opening worship that evening. The preacher was Holly McKissick, a Disciples 

pastor from Olathe, Kan. The theme of this yearõs Assembly was òTell It!ó and 

Holly exemplified that for us as she talked about the different ways our lives 

can tell the story of Jesusõ good news. 

 Sunday we were encouraged to worship in a local congregation, 

which I will admit I chose not to do. Sunday mornings without 

responsibilities are rare things for me, so I took advantage of the time by 

going for a run and hanging out with my girls. We walked up and down 

Broadway, the main tourist strip in Nashville, and had lunch at Jackõs 

Barbecue. The free time on Sunday morning was one of the highlights of the 

Assembly for me!  

 Sunday afternoon was the first business session, which included a 

òState of the Churchó address from our General Minister and President, 

Sharon Watkins. She outlined the successes and the challenges of our 

denomination and inspired us to continue telling our stories as we move 

forward. The best way for us to make a difference in our world is one person 

at a time. Even as Sharon outlined the struggles we face, she said, òWeõve 

been lost here before.ó In other words, weõve faced hurdles in our past and 

yet we are still here, still telling our story. At the business session, we also re

-elected Sharon as our GMP for another six years. She has done a 

tremendous job leading our denomination and I look forward to her 

continued service.  

 Sunday evening featured a concert headlined by recording artist and 

Disciple Gabe Dixon. The concert was one of the ways we incorporated the 

flavor of Nashville into our General Assembly. The music was outstanding 

throughout the week, from the concert to the brass band on Monday to the 

congregational singing at each worship service.  

 Monday brought more business sessions in the morning. Past 

assemblies have tackled fairly large issues in the business sessions, so this 

time seemed tame by comparison. Items were brought forth for debate and 

vote, but nothing that was earth -shattering or drew national headlines. 

People often move in and out of the business sessions, depending on what 

else is going on in other parts of the Assembly. As one of your 

representatives I tried to be faithful in my attendance and participation at 

business sessions, but I will admit to sneaking off once or twice to take the 

girls swimming.

VIEW FROM THE SOUTH  WING - BY CAROLYN  M ILLER 

 Some of my best and worst memories of growing up in church were 

in Sunday school.  I had teachers who inspired me to learn about the Bible 

and how to live my faith in modern America.  I also had teachers so dry and 

boring I donõt remember anything they said.  I remember year after year, the 

materials never changed, only the delivery.  

 Until I began to lead Sunday school at Crestwood two years ago, I 

hadnõt been in a childrenõs Sunday school class in over twenty years.  I found 

little had changed.  New books, but the same formula and stories.  I did my 

best, but I couldnõt disagree with the Second Graders who found it òso 

boring.ó 

  Then I met Rev. Sue Bishop from Florence.  She introduced me to the 

Rotation Model of Sunday school. Rotation Model is based on educational 

research that we have multiple intelligences.  Instead of traditional teaching 

methods focusing on the verbal approach with passive listening, Rotational 

Model uses a variety of learning methods to help our children experience 

Godõs word.  Instead of one teacher taking the time to prepare lessons, there 

are stations, much like our current Vacation Bible School materials.  I was so 

excited to share my discovery with Kory, only to learn his last church utilized 

Rotation Model.  

 This Fall, Crestwood will begin to use Rotation Model for childrenõs 

Sunday school.  Divided into two groups, our K -5
th
 graders will experience 

Bible stories through Art, Cooking, Games, Drama, Library/Video and 

Computer/Non -computer.  Station leaders will only serve once every six 

weeks; crew leaders will be with the children through their journey, but will 

have nothing to prepare.  

 I am excited about moving to Rotation Model.  I believe this will be a 

memorable experience for our children.  If you would like to be a part of this 

new adventure, contact Ms. Carolyn or Lori Hancock. I promise, this wonõt be 

the Sunday school you grew up with.  

Worship & Wonder will be 

taking the summer off! We 

will be back on Sunday, 

August 21.
