A WORD FROM KORY 

 How do you handle ethical dilemmas? Iõm not talking 

about the life -or -death kind of conundrums. Iõm talking about the 

little tests that crop up almost every day. Do you return the extra 

change the grocery clerk accidentally gave you? Do you sample a 

grape in the produce section, even if you arenõt buying them? Do you take 

home those pens from work, even if they technically arenõt yours? 

 

 In the classic Simpsons episode òHomer vs. Lisa and the 8
th

 

Commandment,ó Homer figures out a way to get cable without paying for it. 

Marge Simpson, suspecting Homer is up to something, asks him if getting 

cable for ònothing a monthó is legal. In response, Homer hands her a 

pamphlet called, òSo Youõve Decided to Steal Cable.ó 

 

 As usual, the lone voice of reason in the family is daughter Lisa, who 

urges Homer to stop his illegal action and then boycotts the TV to make her 

point. In exasperation, Homer says, òSomething's wrong with that kid. She's 

so... moral. Why can't she be more like... well, not like Bart, but there has to 

be a happy medium.ó In the end, Homer decides to cut the illegal cable line 

into his house, inadvertently cutting power to the entire neighborhood.  

 

 I had my own Homer Simpson ethical dilemma a few weeks ago. I 

rented a car to drive to a ministry conference in Atlanta, and I was packing 

my stuff in the back I found under the seat a really nice pair of sunglasses. 

These werenõt gas-station shades; these came with their own case and wipe 

cloth. Doh!  

 

 My initial reaction was, òWhat luck!ó Of course, my conscience spoke 

right up. òBut those donõt belong to you, Kory,ó it said. òBut I really need new 

sunglasses,ó I reasoned. òBesides, I didnõt steal them. I just found them.ó Ah, 

the attempts to rationalize our behaviors. How many times a day do we lapse 

into that mode? òItõs OK if no one finds out.ó òIõm not hurting anybody.ó Of 

course, if we get to the heart of it, to rationalize is simply to tell òrational 

lies.ó 

 

 I was strung up between the poles of doing what was the right thing 

and doing what I really wanted to do. I asked my Atlanta friends what they 

thought I should do. òIõd keep them!ó they said, arguing that the owner 

would have already returned to claim them if the glasses were truly valuable. 

This only fueled the fire of my dilemma. Should I do as my friends say and 

keep them? Nobody would be hurt, right? òIõm not stealing them,ó I told 

myself. òThey were abandoned. Thereõs a big difference.ó 

 

 But a victimless crime is still a crime. After some consultations with 

my wife and oldest daughter, who both heaped the appropriate amounts of 

guilt -laden ashes upon my drooping head, I took the glasses back to the 

rental car place. I secretly hoped the guy at the counter would say, òNo, you 

go ahead and keep themó or reward my honesty with a free ride in a rented 

Corvette. But he just said, òThanks, Iõll find out who rented the car before 

youó and put my (uh, I mean THE) glasses in a lost-and -found bin.  

 

 I donõt share this with you to say, òWow, look what a good guy I am!ó 

In fact, Iõm a bit embarrassed to admit that had I not listened to others, I 

probably would have kept the glasses. I tell you this as a way of saying that 

sometimes on this journey of faith, we need to open our ears to the voices 

around us to hear the truth. Eventually, we will all do the wrong thing. Itõs 

inevitable. Itõs human. And at those times, we need to guidance of God and 

the voice of others to help us. Itõs a bit clich® to ask, òWhat would Jesus do?ó 

but that question is valid at all times. If I had asked it (or better yet not 

ignored the answer), I might have saved myself from this quandary.

Studies indicate that a carefully 

followed official child protection 

policy will reduce the possibility of a 

child being abused in church, help 

protect church staff and volunteers 

against being falsely accused of 

ab us e ,  and  demo nst ra t e  a 

commitment to protecting the 

children and youth entrusted to a 

congregationõs care.  The 

assessment of our youth ministry by 

Youth Ministry Architects expressed 

concern over our lack of a written 

child protection policy, and the 

Renovation Team was charged with 

developing a written policy.  

 

W e  h a v e  r e s e a r c h e d  t h e 

commonwealthõs requirements 

related to child abuse prevention and 

best  pract ices among other 

congregations, incorporated current 

cong r ega t ion  p rac t i ces  and 

r e c o m m e n d e d  s o m e  n e w 

procedures, and have drafted a 

policy that covers:  

   

Permission forms.  

Information about abuse, 

including word 

definitions.  

The steps to take when 

abuse is suspected and 

how to report abuse.  

Guidelines for those 

working with children and 

youth.  

Guidelines for handling 

offenders in our 

congregation.  

A process for screening 

all workers (paid and 

volunteer)  

 

This draft policy is undergoing final 

review by the Renovation Team and 

will be presented in November to the 

Administrative Board for adoption as 

church policy. Please keep praying 

for our ongoing work on behalf of 

the youth of Crestwood.
