Luther Luckett Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) is the only prison
congregation in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. It is located inside Luther
Luckett Correctional Complex, a medium security prison in Lagrange, Kentucky,
and Luther Luckett CC is one of only 14 prison church congregations located in
the U.S. It is the only prison congregation affiliated with the Christian Church
(Disciples of Christ). Worship services are held every Friday night, and Rev. Dean
Bucalos is the congregation's part-time pastor. Outside churches visit each Friday
with many leading worship. Life skills classes, pastoral counseling, and re-entry
assistance as well as equipping churches to received released church members
are part of this wide-ranging ministry.
