In February, we'll engage in our second Deliberative Dialogue process. This time the topic is
"A House Divided: What Would We Have to Give Up to Get the Political System We Want?"
We felt this was a most timely issue as we move into this election year. Kory will preach an
introductory sermon on February 9. Then, on February 16 at 4:00 PM, we'll host another
Deliberative Dialogue on the issue. Kory will preach a follow-up sermon on February 23 with
lessons learned from the conversations.

We hope that this is an opportunity for us to explore a controversial issue with love and
respect, and to find common ground in the midst of our differing opinions. We hope you'll
make plans to listen to the sermons and attend the dialogue.

A WORD FROM KORY

| spent a week in January sequestered in a third-floor
conference room in Lexington Green as part of my Doctor of o
Ministry training. The classes ran from Tuesday through ‘ g
Sunday, 8:00 AM - 5:00 PM. There’s a reason they are called t‘ @ /
intensives! With the completion of these classes, I'm only l k/;/f
three classes away from finishing my coursework and moving on to work on my
final project.

The classes | took were fascinating, and both have a bearing on my work here
at Crestwood. The first class was “Political Pastoral Theology,” taught Dr. Peter
Capretto. The classes focused on how the care we offer at the individual level is
impacted greatly by the culture, morals, values, and political system in which we
live. It's one thing to counsel a family whose child is suffering from addiction. It's
quite another to look critically at the societal influences that caused this child to
turn to drugs or alcohol in the first place.

The books we read for the class were excellent. One in particular has stuck
with me. It's called | Bring the Voices of my People: A Womanist Vision for Racial
Reconciliation by Chanequa Walker-Barnes. The author stated that many efforts at
racial reconciliation don’t go far enough in addressing the underlying issues that
continue to perpetuate individual and systemic racism in our country. She advised
moving beyond “racial playdates” to really tackling the wounds caused by racism
in our country. The book was a sobering read and made for a lively discussion.

For my final paper, | had to write about an issue in our congregation that
could be addressed from the interpersonal and systemic level. | chose to write
about food insecurity in Lexington and our efforts to address it. We had a great
first meeting of people interested in this issue and are already making concrete
plans about how we can help. If you'd like to join us, our next meeting is
Wednesday, February 5, at 7:00 PM in the Bradford Room.

My second class was “Religion and U.S. Politics.” Talk about a timely topic!
We read four books to prepare us for our discussion, including a fascinating one
called Moral Combat: How Sex Divided American Christians and Fractured
American Politics by R. Marie Griffith. The book details the tenuous relation
between sex, religion, and politics, from the debates over the role of
contraceptives to interracial marriage to LGBTQ rights.

What | learned from this class is that the complicated relationship between
religion and politics has always been present. From the moment the first settlers
landed here, religion has had an enormous impact on how this country was run.
The whole concept of Manifest Destiny had as a sub-text the idea that Americans
were the new “chosen people,” called by God to create a “new Israel” with the
forming and expansion of the United States. Claiming this divine providence made
it easy for white Christian Americans to justify their horrific treatment of Native
Americans, slaves, and other “strangers” not like them.

Obviously, the strange symbiosis of religion and politics still exists today and
is more divided than ever. The big difference between our current culture and
previous times is how closely political parties and denominations line up
(conservative with Republicans, liberal with Democrats). This hastens the divide
that exists in our country, making it more difficult for us to find common ground on
which to stand. That’s one of the reasons our next Deliberative Dialogue series is
on our political system (see front page for more information).

These classes have been tremendously helpful, not only in furthering my
education, but also in thinking through how to lead Crestwood into this election
year. | hope you’ll join me in committing to the unity and health of our
congregation, even as we ask each other tough questions about how to be God’s
faithful people in this era.
