Greetings, Crestwood! We continue to pay attention to all
information available about the possibility of
reopening the church building for Sunday worship and
other use. Despite the call from the national level for
churches to reopen, we are not at a point to be able to
do this in such a way that fully protects our worshippers.
There are many considerations to take into account when
we talk about in-person Sunday worship, and at this
point, a church the size of Crestwood faces several obstacles to making that happen (see
Kory’s article on page 2).

Therefore, Crestwood will continue to postpone in-person worship on Sunday mormings for an
indefinite period of time. We’ll continue to explore the issue and all the aspects involved, but
will only consider Sunday moming gatherings when we know everyone who attends can do

so without fear of getting sick or infecting others. In the meantime, we will continue to offer
online worship, devotions, and other means of connection.

A WORD FROM KORY

Crestwood never closed.

There’s been a lot of talk recently about the importance of
churches reopening. Churches have been labeled “essential,”
which is nothing new to followers of Christ, and been told its OK to
unlock the doors, fire up the organ, and start holding worship
services again. After all, if there is anywhere it should be safe to gather without fear,
it should be the church, right? Unfortunately, no. Like youth soccer leagues, COVID-19
is no respecter of Sunday mornings. You're just as likely to infect someone by belting
out “How Great Thou Art” as you are breathing on them in the grocery store. As much
as we want to get back to our routines, especially on Sunday morning, we have to
protect ourselves and each other. For that reason alone, Crestwood will continue not
to hold in-person worship for the foreseeable future.

| was recently on a conference call with several other pastors of larger Disciples
churches during which we discussed the challenges of starting in-person worship
again. It was a lively and fruitful discussion, and we all agreed that Sunday gatherings
are still a long way off for us. We identified three broad criteria that will help us define
the right time to open our doors again.

Feasibility - How feasible is it for us to worship in person while following the safety
guidelines? Do we have the resources and volunteer strength to sanitize the
bathrooms after each use? How about fully sanitizing the sanctuary after each
service? We recognized that a lot of time and money would be put toward keeping
our facilities clean and safe just for the purpose of worshipping in the same space. Is
that the best use of our resources? And how feasible is it to ask this loving, caring
congregation to come together and NOT greet, handshake, or hug? It's unlikely
everyone would follow the rules.

Logistics - If we follow the six-foot rule for social distancing, we can fit 70-80 people
in our sanctuary at a time. That would mean at least 3-4 worship services each
weekend to accommodate our regular Sunday morning crowd. And how do you
divide up the congregation for worship? Alphabetically? First come, first served? How
do you get people in and out of the worship space and church building with no
interaction? How do you serve communion, if at all? The logistics involved with in-
person worship are complex and will require a lot of thought and planning before we
open our doors again on Sunday moring.

Integrity - This is the biggest obstacle for me. Is it worth the risk of coming together
for worship if we can’t greet each other, can’t sing any hymns, and would have to
severely alter how we take communion? | know where two or three are gathered,
Christ is there, but | don't want to rush back to worship only to find we are
disappointed that our worship, like our environment, feels drastically sanitized. I'd
rather worship face-to-face when we can truly worship, hugging and singing and
sharing the bread and cup.

Those are a few of the issues involved in considering in-person worship again. Your
church staff will continue to monitor the guidelines put forth by the experts, making
sure we are doing everything we can to keep you safe.

But let me say it again. THE CHURCH IS NOT CLOSED. Never has been. We still worship
on Sunday morning. We are still doing outreach work and Bible studies. Our youth are
still gathering for games and devotions, our Elders still meet monthly, your ministers are
still reaching out and connecting with the congregation. Our church didn’t close. Our
church is not closed. The church is not the building, it's each one of us who are living out
our faith in ways that serve others. YOU are the church. Keep being the church in your
own space until we can be the church together in the sanctuary.
