JANUARY SERVICE PROJECT: GREENHOUSE17

GreenHousel7 is a non-profit organization
committed to ending intimate partner abuse in
families in the community. The shelter is located
in rural Fayette County and serves individuals and
families in 17 counties. They are located on a 40
acre farm. Residents farm the land to offer nature
based healing, nutritious farm to table produce
and job training for survivors. Specially trained
crisis counselors are available to help survivors
twenty-four hours each day and 365 days a year
for crisis intervention and stabilization through
individual and group counseling as well as
assisting with children’s services.
